1. INTRODUCTION

Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan was established in October, 1970, as an autonomous
body under the Societies Registration Act 1860 (Act XXI of 1860) for the promotion and
propagation of Sanskrit in the whole of the country. Since its inception, it has been wholly
funded by the Government of India. It has been working as the leading organization
engaged in promotion, propagation and development of Sanskrit and helps the Ministry
of Human Resource Development in preparation and implementation of various schemes
and programmes for development of Sanskrit learning. It has been functioning as a central
nodal agency for the effective implementation of the various recommendation made by
the Sanskrit Commission which was established in 1956 by the Department of Education,
Government of India, for preservation, promotion and development of Sanskrit.

Recognizing its contribution in the field of promotion and propagation of traditional
Sanskrit learning and teaching, its excellent publications, and its effective efforts in
preservation and management of more than 50,000 rare Sanskrit manuscripts, Government
of India bestowed the status of Deemed University on Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan on May
7, 2002 under Notification Number F.9-28/2000 U 3 and followed by the UGC Notification

Number F-6-31/2001 (CPP-1) dated 13 June, 2002.

It may also involve reviewing of published research
in the relevant field. After undertaking' this course work, the research scholar shall haV_E
to pass Vidyavaridhi semester course work examination conducted by Rashtriya Sanskrit
Sansthan. The Sansthan shall decide the minimum qualifying requirement.

* - Upon satisfactory completion of course work and research methodology, the

scholar will be issued Completion Certificate for aliowing a student t0
proceed further with the writing of the dissertation.

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The possible chapters of the thesis should also be mentioned in the research thesis.
A permission for any change in the chapters may be given at the time of the completion
of the research. Generally, the synopsis should be prepared on the basis of the significance,
relevance, dimensions and the possible conclusion as mentioned above. Logical sequence
should be kept in mind while attempting chapterization. The logical sequence may be
based on the sequence of the presentation of ideas also. The possible points of every
chapter should be mentioned so that there is clarity in the synopsis. Similarly, the possible
conclusions too should be presented point-wise, so that the synopsis does not read like
a summary of the research. Bibliography should be appended in the end.

PROCESS OF CHANGING GUIDE AND SUBJECT

The research scholar may submit, within a period of six months from the date of
registration, an application along with recommendation of the Principal of the concerned
Campus, for change, addition or reduction in the topic and / or the synopsis, to the Central
Research Board for consideration. Similarly, the candidate may request for a change of

guide, if required. After a recommendation of the Vice Chancellor, the research guide may
be changed.

PERIOD OF RESEARCH AND RE-REGISTRATION

After the expiry of a minimum period of twenty-four months from the date of the
registration, the candidate may submit his research thesis for evaluation. The maximum
period shall be 5 years from the date of the depositing of fees. If the research work remains
incomplete even after the expiry of the maximum period of 5 years due to some valid
reason, the applicant may apply for re-registration for a period of 2 more years along with
a prescribe fee of Rs. 1000.00. The application must carry recommendations by the Research

Guide and the Principal of the concerned Campus, mentioning the reason for the delay in
completion of the research.

In case the research remains incomplete even after the lapse of the 7-year period,

and the candidate applies for another extension, the Central Research Board may consider
the same and take appropriate decision,

ATTENDANCE AND PROGRESS REPORT
. The research guides must submit, on a prescribed format, the six-monthly progress
reports of all the research scholars under them to the office of the Principal

concerned, a copy of which should be sent to the Headquarter with comments of
the research guides and the Principal concerned,

All the regular research scholars must work as per the directions of the research
guide, recording 75% attendance. The attendance shall not be compuisory for the
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teaching or serving research scholars.

. During the period of the research, the research scholars may go to the other library
or university under recommendation of the research guide and permission from
the Principal concerned. The period of their sojourn, they would be considered as
present.

) If so directed, it shall be compulsory for every registered research scholar to attend
the training workshops on Research Methodology and Manuscriptology organized
by the Research Department of the Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan during the period
of his / her research.

. It shall be compulsory for the research scholar to attend the various conferences,
seminars, lecture series etc. organized by the Campus.

. Every year during the period of their research, the research scholar must present at
least two research papers relating to his topic of research, in the research seminars
organized by the Campus. Such research seminars shall be organized by the Campus
Principal as per his convenience, on the recommendations of the concerned Head
of the Department and the Research Guide.

. The research scholars registered with the Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan must submit
their Migration Certificates at the time of their registration or within six months
thereof. The research scholars who fail to do so, shall be issued a notice asking them
to deposit their Migration Certificates. If the research scholars do not deposit their
Migration Certificates at the Research and Publication Department of the Sansthan
within two months of the date of the issue of the notice, their registration shall be

cancelled,

SUBMISSION OF THE RESEARCH THESIS

24 months after the registration, the research scholar may submit to the concerned
principal, an application, duly forwarded by the research guide, for presentation of summary
of the thesis. Thereupon the principal shall organize a seminar in which the research scholar
shall make a presentation of the summary of his research work, after a review of which,
the principal shall grant the research scholar the permission to submit his research thesis.
It shall be obligatory to submit the research thesis within three months of the presentation.
Three typed copies of the summary shall have to be submitted to the principal and the
research guide three months before the submission of the research thesis. These copies
shall be sent by the Principal to the Examination Section or Research and Publication
department at the Sansthan Headquarter for advance information and necessary action.

(Note: Under special circumstances, at the recommendation of the Vice Chancellor, the
research thesis may be submitted even after 18 months of registration. )
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° The research thesis shall be in Sanskrit in Devanagari script.
o The research scholar shall present six typed/printed, legible copies of the

thesis to the Research Guide, who shall certify them, get them forwarded by
the Principal, and submit to the campus office. Of these six copies, three
copies shall be sent to the Examination Section or the Research and
Publication Department of the Sansthan. The remaining three copies shall

be handed over to the campus library, the Research Guide and the research
scholar.

The research thesis should be prepared in accordance with the principles
indicated by the rules regarding the preparation of synopsis. The research
thesis should be prepared in the light of the synopsis submitted and accepted.

Any deviation from the synopsis should be mentioned alongwith reasons
thereof.

The research guide should certify that the research thesis is the original work
of the research scholar and the same has been done under his guidance.
Certificate from Pre-Doctoral Committee has to be submitted.

The research scholar shall deposit the requisite fees at the campus and shall

obtain No Objection Certificates from the concerned departments of the

campus, such as, library, museum, sports department, hostel, etc. and deposit
them with the campus office.

APPOINTMENT OF THE EXAMINERS

° After submission of the research thesis by the research scholar, the research guide
shall submit, through the Principal, names of nine subject experts with full details
to the Examination section or the Research and Publication Department for
appointment of examiners. The Principal and the Head of the Department shall also
submit names of six subject experts in the prescribed format with complete
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addresses to the Sansthan. The Vice Chancellor may select any two of the names
submitted as examiners for evaluation of the thesis. The Vice Chancellor may
appoint some other subject experts also, if he so chooses.

. The Examination section shall send the copies of the thesis to examiners appointed
by the Vice Chancellor with request that their report on the thesis should reach the
Sansthan Headquarter within three months.

VIVA VOCE

The viva voce of the research scholar shall be organized by the Examination section
at the Sansthan Headquarter or the concerned Campus,'within six months after receiving
the recommendations from the examiners. The viva voce may be held at some other place
also with the consent of the Vice Chancellor. Academic officers also may participate in the
viva voce. If, for some reasons, the examiner is not satisfied with the viva voce, he may
direct for another viva voce with in six months. The decision of the Chief Examiner shall
be final. If the examiner is not satisfied with the answers of the research scholar, the
scholar shall be deemed unfit for the award of the Vidyavaridhi (Ph.D.) degree and his
research thesis shall be rejected/cancelled.

DOCUMENTS TO BE SUBMITTED

The applicant seeking admission to the various course offered by the Rashtriya
Sanskrit Sansthan should submit the attested following documents along with the duly

Attested photocopies of Subject-wise marks list of all the examinations
passed previously.

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6. Migration Certificate for students from Institutions other than the Sansthan.
(Note: Under special circumstances, the Principal may allow admission without
Transfer Certificate and Migration Certificate, but the student shall have to

submit the same within reasonable time-limit, failing which his admission is
liable to be cancelled.)

i Attested photocopies of sports certificates or extra-curricular activity
certificates, if any.

The student has to present his/her original documents at the time of admission.
Unclear and unattested copies shall not be admissible.

DRESS CODE FOR STUDENTS

Shikshashastri and Shikshacharya students have to wear special teaching practice
uniform, as decided by the Head of the Department of Education of the concerned campus.
All other students should wear a simple dress when they come to attend the campus.

2. CANCELLATION OF ADMISSTION AND

ADMISSION OF WAIT-LISTED CANDIDATES

Admission of the candidates who do not complete all the admission-related
formalities in time would be cancelled and in their place the wait-listed candidates would

be admitted in order of merit, provided they also complete their admission-related
formalities within stipulated time.

Note:-

A) In case, a candidate manages to get admission on the basis of information
which is later found to be false, his admission would be cancelled without
assigning any reason, and the Sansthan would not be held accountable for
the same.

B)

In case, there is discrepancy between the rules mentioned in this prospectus,
and the rules which the Sansthan may have published or indicated in the past
from time to time through its notifications, the latter (l.e. the rules published
by the Sansthan) would be applicable, getting preference over the former.
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3. CAUTION MONEY

A) In case, a candidate leaves the Sansthan in the middle of the course, without
completing it, none of the fees deposited by him, except the Security Amount, shall
be returnable to him.

B) The Caution money would be returned in cash only, and not by cheque or demand
draft.

Q) Caution money will be paid back after the declaration of result or at the session-
end. However, if a student takes back the said money during the session, the
admission of the student will stand cancelled and he/she will not be re-admitted
in any case.

.4. ATTENDANCE & LEAVE RULES

Regular attendance of all the classes is compulsory for the students. The name of
the student is liable to be struck off in case he absents himself from the classes
continuously for ten days or more without applying, in writing, for leave of absence. The
Principal may order readmission of such student, provided, he is satisfied with the
student’s explanation of reasons for the unauthorized absence. In such case, the student
shall have to deposit his admission charges afresh.

A student must have 75% attendance in order to be able to sit in the examination
of Prak Shastri, Shastri & Acharya, i.e; a student will be allowed leave only for a maximum
of 25 per cent of total lecture days in one academic session (in case of annual system) or
one academic semester (in case of semester system). This leave will be admissible with
prior permission of the principal on following grounds —

a) 10-days leave without medical certificate, on the recommendation of the
Head of the Department.

b) 20-days medical leave for which a medical certificate of sickness and fitness
has been obtained from a registered medical practitioner.

Note: Above-mentioned benefit of both types shall be admissible for whole session and
not for one semester. If a student avails the full benefit of said leaves in first semester of
the session he/she will not be able to avail any benefit in next semester.
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c)

To sit in examination of Shiksha Shastri and Shiksha Acharya, a student must
have 80% attendance in theory papers and 90% attendance in practical
activities, i.e. a student will be allowed leave only for a maximum of 20% in
theory papers and 10% in practical activities by the Principal on the

recommendation of Head of department. No other leave will be admissible
to these students.

The Vice-Chancellor may grant relaxation upto 5% out of the total attendance
required. The Principals of concerned campuses/colleges/Adarsh
Vidyapeethas will forward such cases to the Vice-Chancellor giving valid
reasons for grant of relaxation.

In transfer cases, the student shall get the benefit of attendance at the
previous campus or institution, but the students studying in preliminary
course through correspondence mode shall be governed by the rules notified
for them by the Sansthan from time to time.

Inspite of meeting the above criteria, the student who has been rusticated
or found ineligible to take examination for certain period from the Sansthan,
shall not be allowed to sit in any examination of the Sansthan.

The student, who has 75% or more attendance, is unable to sit in the
examination due to ill-health and produces a medical certificate regarding
his sickness and medical certificate certifying his fitness from a registered
medical practitioner, shall be allowed to sit in the next examination as a
former student. He may attend classes but shall not be entitled to scholarship.

Note: Appearing in two examinations at the same time, whether conducted by the Sansthan

STUDENT FUND

The student fund is managed by a committee headed by the Principal. A faculty
member shall be in the committee as the Student Welfare Officer. The students at the top
of the merit lists of classes shall be the members of the committee. The amount collected
under the head of Student Fund shall be deposited in a special bank account opened
specially for the purpose. The account shall be jointly operated by the Principal and the
Section Officer. Like other heads of the finance, the Student Fund shall also be

audited.
6. STUDENT WELFARE COUNCIL

There shall be Student Welfare Councils in all the campus of the Sansthan. These
councils will comprise of the students getting highest marks in their qualifying examination

in the campus.
7. DISIPLINE

The conduct of the students should be top-class so that they add to the reputation
of the Sansthan. They should not smoke, drink or use other forms of tobacco, or intoxicating
drugs. They are expected to take part in the various academic activities being conducted
in the campus. In case, any student damages any property of the campus, he may lose his
admission and the amount of damage shall be recovered from him.

CODE OF CONDUCT

The students of the Campus shall strictly follow, in totality the code of conduct given
below.

Verbal, written, or physical torture or misbehavior with new student/s by
senior student/s.

Any act which may adversely affect the mind or confidence of any new
student.

To encourage a student on evil path or to try to dominate him/her.

Actions to be initiated on receipt of information regarding ragging incident

Upon receiving the information, from the Anti-ragging Committee or any other
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source, of any ragging incident having taken place, the head of the institution should, first
of all, confirm the veracity of the information. If the information is found to be true, -he
should get an FIR registered within 24 hrs of receiving the information, or praceed according
to the local law against ragging.

Administrative action on ragging incidents

As per the Anti-ragging Act-2009 rule 9.1(B), there is a provision of following
punishments for the students found to be indulging in ragging:-

9.1 The institute must act against the student/s found to be guilty of ragging, as per
the following procedure,

a) The Anti-ragging Committee of the Campus shall take appropriate decision
in the matter, or going by the seriousness of the ragging incident, shall
recommend to the Principal, an appropriate punishment for the guilty.

b}  The Anti-ragging Committee shall take into consideration the nature and

seriousness of the ragging offense and recommend any of the following
punishments:-

I.  Suspension from class attendance and other academic rights.

Il.  Suspension of scholarship and other benefits.

ill.  Stopping from appearing in any test, examination or other evaluation
process.

IV, Stopping of the declaration of result.

V. Stopping from representing the institution in any regional, national or

international meet, sport, youth festival etc.
VI. Expulsion from hostel.

VII. Cancellation of admission.

Rustication from the institution for four years,
IX.

Expulsion from the campus for a certain period of time.

In case, the culprits are not identified, the campus may resort to collective
punishment.

c) The appeal against the punishment awarded by the Anti-ragging Committee may
be made before the following authorities:-

l. The Vice Chancellar, if the institute is affiliated to the University.
. The Chancellor, if the punishment has been awarded by the University.

.  The Chairman or the Chancellor, if the institute awarding the punishment is
an institution of national importance created by an act of the Parliament.
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‘9. SCHOLARSHIP

The main purpose of granting scholarship to the students of the Sansthan is to
encourage the students to receive Sanskrit education.

Objective-

Eligibility for Scholarship

1. The regular students of the Sansthan, who have scored 40% or more marks in the
last qualifying examination (50% or more marks if the student is admitted to Shiksha
Shastri & Shikshacharya) may be considered for award of scholarship.

2. The scholarship shall be awarded on merit basis. The students, in whose favour the
scholarship has been sanctioned in the first year of the course, shall continue to
receive the same till the duration of the course, if they are declared pass every
year and continue to be eligible for scholarship. But, if they are declared promoted
in any subject or paper, or are held up for Compartment, they shall not be considered
for grant of scholarship for the rest of the years of the course.

3. Eligible students from Iind or Ilird year may also be considered for grant of
scholarship, if some scholarships are available.

No. of scholarships

Subject to budgetary provisions and continuation of courses, the availability of
scholarships in the various courses every year shall be as under:-

a) PRAK-SHASTRI 25 every year

b) SHASTRI 60 every year

c) ACHARYA 15 every year, every subject
d) SHIKSHA SHASTRI 50% of the students every year
e) SHIKSHACHARYA 50% of the students every year
f) VIDYAVARIDHI 15 every year

Rules for grant of scholarship

il The grant of scholarship shall depend upon educational progress, good conduct and
regular attendance.

2. The scholarship shall be granted for 10 months in a year.

3. Every year, or upon passing an examination, a fresh selection of students for the
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grant of scholarship shall be made. The students who have completed their syllabus,

or have passed a part of the exam, shall be awarded scholarship in the new year or
course on the basis of merit.

4, A student getting scholarship on the basis of above rules shall not receive any
scholarship, salary, fees etc. from any other source. If he/she is receiving such
income, he/she shall have to leave that employment and return the money received.
In case, he/she unexpectedly receives some prize, in cash or any other mode,
equivalent to or less than the amount of his/her scholarship, he /she shall not be
deemed unfit for receiving the scholarship. Similarly, he /she shall be allowed to

avail of free education provided by the university, hostel facilities for self-study,
books and travel facilities.

Amount of scholarship

The Monthly amount of scholarship for each programme is as under:-

Note- The Contingency Grant will be paid to the research scholar upon the details of
expenses submitted by the research scholar.

The Contingency Grant may be used for meeting the expenses incurred by the

research scholar on purchase of books, travel in connection with research, writing and
typing.

The amount of scholarships may be increased or decreased by the Sansthan any time.

The scholarships shall be disbursed only u
amount approved from the Sansthan. For receip
maintenance of discipline are a must. The schol

pon receipt of financial approval and the
t of the scholarship, 75% attendance and

arship may be suspended or cancelled, in
case some teacher or employee of the Sansthan complains of indiscipline by the student.

The selection process for scholarship

The student must apply for scholarship on a prescribed form. After a scrutiny of the

applications, the Principal shall grant approval for award of scholarship, under rules, on
the basis of the merit.
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Duration of scholarship
a) The duration of the scholarship shall be 10 months in a session.
b) The research scholarships shall be 2 years (24 months).

c) Depending upon the eligibility criteria, the scholarship shall be from the first or
second year to the last year of the course.

d) The scholarship, once cancelled, shall not be resumed without the prior permission
of the Sansthan.

e) Satisfactory conduct and regular attendance are the basic conditions of the
scholarship. If the attendance of a student falls below 75% in any month, in any
subject, he shall not be given scholarship till the time he does not complete the
mandatory 75% attendance. In case, a student remains continuously absent for 30
days, he shall be given scholarship only after deducting the amount due during the
period of absence, even if the overall percentage of his attendance is above 75%.

Disbursement

Normally, the principal shall order the disbursement of scholarship amount in the
first week of every month, on the recommendation of the Scholarship Committee which
the committee shall make after taking into consideration the percentage of attendance
by the student. The scholarship shall begin from the date the student actually starts
attending the classes.

SCHOLARSHIP FOR THE RESEARCH SCHOLARS

Every year, a total of 15 of the research scholars registered at each of the various
campuses are selected by the Sansthan for award of scholarships. However, the Vice
Chancellor, in exercise of his special powers, may change the number of scholarships as
per the special circumstances prevailing in a campus.

RESEARCH SCHOLARSHIP RULES

The research scholars who have secured 60% marks or more in their Acharya / M.A.
(Sanskrit) examination shall, be considered for award of research scholarship as per the
merit list prepared by the Sansthan. One scholarship per department in all the campuses
of the Sansthan shall, initially, be available for award. The Vice Chancellor’s decision in

this regard shall be final.
DURATION OF THE RESEARCH SCHOLARSHIP

The duration of the research scholarship shall be for a period of 24 months,
extendable by another 12 months at the recommendation of the Guide and the local

Research Committee.
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DISBURSEMENT OF THE RESEARCH SCHOLARSHIP

At the recommendation of the Sansthan, the disbursement of the research
scholarship shall commence within three months of the registration of the research scholar
through the Campuses of the Sansthan. During the period of the scholarship, the students
shall not accept salary or another scholarship from any other institution or organization.
In case, the research scholar is found to be in receipt of any such scholarship from any
other source, it shall constitute an act of indiscipline and shall lead to cancellation of his

registration. The research scholar shall also have to return the total amount of scholarship
received by him till date.

The research scholar is expected to maintain the dignity of the Sansthan Campus.
The discipline committee of the campus may take disciplinary action, which may include
cancellation of his scholarship, against any such research scholar who is found to be guilty
of improper behaviour. Repetition of the offence may lead to cancellation of registration
upon the recommendation of the Local Research Committee.

2. The student may appear again in the failed subjects, in the second year or final
year.
3 From Prathama to Prakshastri, a student, who fails in two papers in the last year,

may appear twice in the Anupurak Parisksha. He/she shall not get the certificate if
he does not pass even after appearing in the Anupurak Pariksha twice.

4, The student, who fails in a subject in the final year of Acharya, may appear twice in
the failed subject. But he / she shall get his certificate only if he /she passes the
examination within five years.

Note : Guidelines regarding examination may be seen separately.
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11. ARRANGEMENT OF WRITER FOR THE
BLIND/STUDENTS PERMANENTLY

DISABLED / HAND-FRACTURED

1 Arrangements of writer for writing exams may be made for such students who are
unable to write their exams because of:-

a) permanent disability due to handicap;
b) permanent visual impairment;

c) fracture in the right hand, provided the medical report regarding the same
from the Chief Medical Officer of a Government Hospital reaches the
Controller of Examinations a day before the commencement of the
examination.

2 The educational qualification of the writer should be less than the
examination concerned. For example, a writer for Shastri examination should
not have more than Prak Shastri or equivalent as his qualification. Similarly,
a writer for Acharya examination should not have more than Shastri or
equivalent as his qualification.

3. The Sansthan shall bear the expenses for providing writer to a visually
impaired candidate, but all other candidates using writer services shall bear
all such expenses.

12. FACILITIES TO THE STUDENTS

RAILWAY CONCESSION

There is a provision for railway fare concession to all the students registered with
the Sansthan, who are travelling from the campus to home town and back. Those appearing
in the final class shall be given fare concession up to home town only, and not back. The
requisite forms are provided by the office upon application. The duly filled-in forms must
be deposited in the office one week before the commencement of the journey. It should
be noted that this concession is available only for the students who are below the age of
25 years. However, this condition and the conditions relating to holidays and hometown
do not apply to research scholars who can travel as many times as needed and to any part
of the country on concessional fare on the recommendations of the Head of the

Department.
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LIBRARY FACILITIES

There are vast and well-stocked libraries in all the campuses of the Sansthan, housing

rare and ancient Sanskrit books, in addition books on modern subjects. These libraries
also subscribe to book number of books and journals.

The students admitted to the Sansthan may become members of the library after
depositing library caution money.

The books are issued for a period of 15 days after which per day fine would be
applicable.

Rare, expensive and reference books shall not be issued,.

in case of loss of or damage to the borrowed book, the student shall have to replace
the book with another copy of the book, or pay the cost of the book under rules.
The borrower must check the book he is borrowing, and report earlier damage, if
any, to the issuing authority, before borrowing it.

The books should not be defaced or marked with pens etc.

The borrowed books must be returned to the library before the commencement of

the exams otherwise the Examination Hall Entrance Tickets shall not be issued to
the defaulting student.

Every member student shall be given three non-transferrable reader cards.
Silence must be maintained in the library.

The library magazines must be returned to their respective places after reading;
taking them outside the library is strictly prohibited.

The Principal has the right to cancel the membership of any member-student, if he
is found guilty of violating any rules and regulations relating to the library.

If required, a member student may be asked to return the borrowed books even
before the expiry of the 15-day borrowing period.

LABORATORY FACILITIES

All the campuses of the Sansthan are equipped with laboratories, which include

computer laboratory, psychology laboratory, educational technology laboratory and
language teaching laboratory.

Laboratory rules

The laboratory facilities are available to all the regular students of the Sansthan.
Expensive equipments from the laboratory shall not be issued.
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In case some issued equipment gets damaged or is lost, the borrower shall have to
replace the same with a new one of the same type, or shall have to pay the cost of

the equipment.

All the borrowed equipment must be returned to the laboratory before the
commencement of the examination otherwise the Examination Hall Entrance Ticket
shail not be issued to the defaulting student.

All the regular students of the Sansthan shall be issued non-transferrable Laboratory
Card.
Silence must be maintained in the laboratories.

All the equipments should be put back at their proper places after use. Taking the
equipment out of the laboratory without prior permission is prohibited.

In case, the need arises, the student may be asked to return the borrowed equipment
even before the expiry of the issue period.

The violation of the above rules may lead to cancellation of the laboratory
membership of the violator.

GYMNASIUM FACILITIES

Gymnasium facilities are available at most of the campuses of the Sansthan. These

gymnasiums are equipped with modern exercise machines and gadgets, such as, dumb
bells, weightplates, etc.

Outsiders without proper permission are not allowed into the gymnasium.
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13. HOSTEL

Hostel facilities are available almost at all the campuses of the Sansthan.

Mere admission to the Sansthan as student, or the fact that the student had been
living in the hostel as an inmate in the previous sessions, does not confer on the
student the right to admission to the Sansthan hostel.

The re-admission of an ex-inmate to the hostel shall depend on his conduct, and

dedication to studies and discipline. In such cases, the recommendation of hostel
superintendant shall be must.

The process of re-admission of the ex-inmate shall be the same as is followed in
the new admission cases.

The students shall be admitted to the hostel only when they deposit the prescribed

entrance fee, hostel fee, mess fee and security fee. These fees shall be decided by
the Principal of the concerned campus.

The hostel fees shall be deposited on annual basis.

The students hailing from far off places and exceptional educational achievements
shall be given preference in hostel admission.

The fresh students shall be given preference over the old students in hostel
admission.

The security amount deposited at the time of the admission shall be returned at

the end of the academic session only when there has been no damage, breakage
or loss to the hostel property.

The inmate shall have to live only in the room allotted to him by the hostel
authorities.

Any change in the allotted room shall be possible only with the permission of the
hostel authorities.

The hostel discipline must be strictly followed.

The hostel inmate must not indulge in any activity which may cause inconvenience
to the other inmates of the hostel.

The hostel gates shall remain closed from 9:00 p.m. to 5:30 a.m. and during this

period no person shall be allowed to enter or exit from campus without permission
from the hostel warden.

The inmates shall have to keep the hostel premises and their rooms neat and clean.
Non-vegetarian food is prohibited in the hostel.

Smoking, drinking and use of narcotics and intoxicating drugs are strictly prohibited.
Strict disciplinary action shall be taking against the violators.

Wastage of water and electricity is strictly prohibited. The inmates must turn off
water taps and switch off electric switches after use,

Use of electric gadgets like electric iron, heater, heat convector, geyser, radio, sound
system, television, VCR, VCD etc. is strictly prohibited and should not be kept in
the hostel rooms.

The guests of the inmates shall not be allowed to stay in the hostel rooms. The
guests can stay in the guest room of the hostel against a payment of Rs. 50/-,
provided the guest reom is available and a prior permission for the same has been
obtained from the hostel warden, Stay in the guest room should not be considered
as a matter of right. The guests shall not be allowed to stay in the guest room for
more than three days in a month.

Arrival of the guest should be entered in the guest register at the gate.

It shall be compulsory for the hostel inmates to attend their classes, and the
conference, seminars and other functions organized by the campus from time to
time. Disciplinary action shall be taken against those who would be found in the
hostel while the above-mentioned activities are going on in the ¢campus.

The hostel inmates shall have to participate in the various social and cultural
activities being organized at the campus/hostel.

Except the inmates, no other student shall be allowed to stay in the hostel at any
time,

The hostel inmate must not keep expensive items, or cash in the hostel room.
The hostel inmate must not keep any banned or prohibited item, such as, weapons
etc. in his room.

The inmates shall not damage any article of furniture provided by the Sansthan. He
shall have to make pay for the damage caused, if any.

In case of any difficulty, problem or complaint, the inmate must contact the hostel
warden and must never take the law in his own hand.

The warden/deputy warden may conduct an inspection of the hostel any time.
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29.  Undesirable behaviour and indiscipline may lead to cancellation of an inmate’s
hostel admission.

30.  For the smooth conduct of hostel activities, the warden/deputy warden may depute
any inmate as caretaker of newspaper, hostel television etc.

31. At the end of the academic session the inmate must vacate the room allotted to
him/her and return the key of the room to the hostel warden.

32. The hostel inmate must produce receipts of the various fees paid by him, whenever
he is asked to do the same.

33.  The hostel inmates must never leave the hostel without written permission from

the hostel warden/deputy warden. If an inmate remains absent from the hostel for
more than 15 days, his allotment shall be cancelled.
